Important Notice
Regulation D 
To Restrict Members’ Access 
To Savings Accounts

Effective March 1st we are 

required to enforce Federal Regula-

tion D restrictions on time deposit 

accounts. By defi nition Regular Share 

Savings and Money Market Savings 

are considered time deposit accounts. 

Therefore starting on March 1, 2010 

transactions on these accounts will be 

restricted to six preauthorized transac-

tions per month. Regulation D defi nes 

preauthorized transactions as all 

transfers to cover overdrafts, all ACH 

transactions, transactions initiated us-

ing VRU (Voice Response Unit), home 

banking or telephone requests to staff 

unless it results in a check being issued 

to the account holder. Withdrawals 

used to purchase money orders are by 

defi nition considered a preauthorized 

transaction because they are typically 

made payable to a third part.

Not Counted Toward the Six – are 

withdrawals or transfers made dur-

ing a visit to the Credit Union, made 

by mail, messenger or by a telephone 

call to the Credit Union that results in 

a check being issued. Transfers set up 

for loan payments, allocations to club 

accounts or any other account that the 

member is listed on are NOT consid-

ered preauthorized transactions.

Overdraft Restrictions – We realize 

these regulations will require many of 

our members to change their checking 

account behavior. Specifi cally, mem-

bers who regularly rely on automated 

transfers from savings and money mar-

ket accounts to cover check overdrafts. 

Effective March 1st our system will 

count all preauthorized transactions, 

when the limit of 6 is exceeded it may 

result in items being returned for non-

suffi cient funds (NSF) and a fee being 

charged. We will use discretions in 

handling returns for a period of 30 days 

until members get use to dealing with 

the effect of Regulation D. 

Debit Card Usage Restrictions – 

Under regulation D we are no longer 

able to report a saving and checking 

balance as a combined balance for 

the purpose of authorizing debit card 

transactions. As of march 1st these 

balances will be reported separately to 

the Star Network. At that time all debit 

card transaction performed at a retail 

location or ATM will access only your 

checking account balance. However 

you can access your savings balance 

at an ATM for the purpose of doing 

a transfer or withdrawal. When using 

your debit card please keep in mind 

that the Star Network is not always 

working off of a “live” balance. There-

fore it is important that you allow for a 

24 hour turn around for transactions to 

hit your checking account.
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NEW Legislation 
Affects Your Frick 
VISA® Credit Card Account   

You will not be charged a fee for 

going over your credit limit. How-

ever, any transaction that would cause 

you to exceed your credit limit may be 

declined. To avoid inconveniences when 

using your card, it is more important 

than ever to know how close you are to 

your limit. You can easily fi nd out your 

available credit any time by calling the 

number on the back of your card.

Any payment over the minimum 

payment due will now be used to pay 

down balances with the highest Annual 

Percentage Rate fi rst. Example, if there 

is a balance at a low promotional rate of 

4.99% and a second balance at a rate of 

9.99%, any amount paid over the mini-

mum payment will be applied to the 

highest rate balance fi rst.

Direct Deposit 
Your 2009 Tax Refund

It is tax season! That means that you 

can have your tax refund directly de-

posited into your Credit Union account 

quickly, easily, and FOR FREE!

According to the IRS, a refund check 

is issued within six to eight weeks of 

fi ling a paper return. If you fi le a paper 

return, and choose to directly deposit 

your refund, you will receive your refund 

in fi ve to six weeks. If you electronically 

fi le (E-fi le), your refund will be issued 

within three weeks of fi ling. However, if 

you choose to E-fi le and choose direct 

deposit for your refund, the IRS says you 

should receive it within 14 days.

To elect direct deposit of your tax 

refund into your Credit Union account, 

simply provide your tax preparer with 

your account number (for example: 

checking account # 0000012345, sav-

ings account # 93/12345) and our ABA 

routing #243385155. If you E-fi le, you 

can always check the status of your 

refund online at www.irs.gov. To check 

your refund status, you will need your 

social security number, fi ling status, and 

refund amount. Also, remember to keep 

your 2009 year-end statement from the 

Credit Union for tax reporting purposes!

Here are some 

simple tips to fi gure out what amount is 

covered by the National Credit Union 

Administration (NCUA) share insur-

ance fund.

Individual Accounts – Generally, 

individual accounts are insured up to 

$250,000 per member. If you have more 

than one individual account the maxi-

mum coverage for all accounts com-

bined is $250,000.

Joint Accounts – Each member is 

insured up to $250,000 for his or her in-

terests in all combine joint accounts. Ex-

ample, if Dick and Jane are joint owners 

on an account, the account is covered 

up to $500,000. If they add other owners 

or benefi ciary the coverage increases by 

$250,000 for each.
